	Overview
	
	

	Effective instruction does not occur by chance. It is the result of careful planning, validated curriculum, trained instructors, sufficient equipment & supplies, and quality oversight. As part of the quality management process and to ensure NSP course learning objectives are met, it is essential that all instructors have access to properly functioning audio-visual equipment and course-specific equipment and supplies. Below is a list of recommended audio-visual equipment that should be available for use by instructors who teach any NSP course and a list of basic equipment / supply requirements for various NSP courses.

	Most NSP courses are skills-based which requires an investment in durable medical equipment and perishable medical supplies. The list below provides a basic idea of the type(s) of equipment and supplies needed to conduct various NSP courses.

· Long bone immobilization equipment (e.g., rigid/soft splints, traction splints)

· Airway adjuncts / oxygen delivery equipment (nasal cannulas, non-rebreather masks, oral/nasopharyngeal airways, BVM, pocket mask, oxygen tank)
